Weekday Talks:

· General points:

· Advise speaker not to bring up questions that you don’t want to answer in two minutes

· Fliers worked far better this year than in the past

· CU logo on fliers was very small – some people didn’t spot it

· Monday “Jesus vs Dawkins”

· Provocative – drew people 

· Very heated – mixed experiences of discussions

· Dawkings is not well supported on campus... 

· Did we go half way between bible and science & thus not hit either well?

· We need to be careful that we are clear that it is not a lecture and that the talk is clearly going to be based on the bible

· Tuesday “Other Religions”

· Some people expected an interfaith event

· Good experiences from guests, - the focus of the talk was clearly “look into this further”

· Lack of Muslims? 

· “a good event at the right level”

· Should we explicitly do an event to target pluralism/relativism ? especially given the rise of imperial interfaith. Titles surrounding “tolerance” may be interesting – “Is tolerance possible?”

· Wednesday “Grill a Christian”

· In the past this event has run well either as a standalone event the week before mission or during mission week

· This year there were fewer people and the event felt slow. There were no written questions?! This was thought to be due to the location (Hux 144) 

· Title – what is a Grill ? what about calling it “Christian QI” :-p ? 

· “This event is well worth running. it requires a large crowd to work well and should have a light fun atmosphere. Location aught to be the same as the other events”
