Mission Week
· Why do we do mission week? 

· Chance to go all out for a week.

· Creates a buzz on campus and momentum for evangelism – easier to invite friends.

· Why do evangelism? – we have a great message of salvation that needs sharing.

What affects the format of the week?

· When we do events

· Lunch bars – run them twice

· Have a talk in each room and speaker moves between them but logistically difficult and no down time for the speaker.

· Or, have a chill-out room and a talk room.

· Where?

· Union Dining Hall and Union Concert Hall

· Or, maybe somewhere more central, ie. Chem Eng, as just off the walkway. Trade off, worse room for better location.
· Generally don’t want a lecture theatre as sitting in rows makes it more difficult to encourage conversation.

· Timeslots available: 5 lunchtimes and 2 evenings.

· But don’t want to fill them all as last year 5 lunchtimes was the limit of what could do.

· Alternative, have 3 lunch bars and 2 questionnaire/flyering slots with everyone, not just a select few involved.

· Alternative, have an evening event instead of a lunch bar, something at bit more chilled towards the end of the week?

· Suggestions: Jazz night, pub quiz, comedy night, ceilidh, open mic, variety show.

· Need to make sure we don’t miss out internationals and girls. Suggestions for events are all girl and boy inclusive so not a problem. For internationals maybe hold an international reception beforehand?

· Lunch bars felt a bit rushed last year, suggestions on how to stop that;
· Two rooms should help with that.

· Don’t do discussion before talk.
· Speaker give questions to tables to discuss at the end of the talk.

· Quotes on tables are a good conversation starter.

· Coffee?

· After talk have discussion and questions with a panel (not just speaker) then discussion can continue if the speaker needs to sneak out for the next talk.

· Question box and text a question.

· Get CU members to ask questions raised on tables if people are shy but willing for question to be asked.

· Talk titles: Apologetic or bible based? Discussion followed, some points raised:
· Have a more open apologetics question – is there meaning to life? Because ‘why does God allow suffering?’ for example tends to cut off people who’ve never thought about God.

· Need to think about who we are targeting?

· Everyone?

· Mission week a chance to take evangelism with our friends up a notch.

· We assume people ask questions about God, they don’t always.

· In the spring term we want to spend more time intentionally looking at gospel – Mission week a good transition.

· Leaning towards apologetic rather than straight bible talk.
· How do we get CU involved in evangelism?
· A larger event before the week to get the ball rolling.

· Get cells involved in publicity and set-up, each cell to a lunch time of questionnaires?

· An event in halls week before? – dialogue supper / film night

· Make sure everyone knows about mission week – at weekend away and Hub when get back, remind about it before Christmas break.

· Need to balance getting excited about mission week and this being our only focus.

· Encourage people not just to be evangelising at mission week but when opportunities arise.

· Prep. CU about talks – gives members a bit of knowledge then not worrying about questions friends could ask.

· Cells can help keep people accountable for praying for friends.

· Have a mission planning team – freshers involved

· Sharing stories/testimonies – at Hub and in cell groups.
· AP: Josh U to form a mission planning team – make it a representative group.
· Zim and Josh U to meet with Gavin McGrath sooner rather than later.

· Josh F planning a 24 hour prayer room before mission week with other universities across London.

· Let Invited staff know about it, may be able to other help.
