Before the Mission:
· Attend our CUg’s training day November 27 at St Peter upon Cornhill , Cornhill, City of London EC3V 3PD
· Pray regularly for the year round work of the Christian Union as we seek to be a missional community living and speaking for Jesus week by week.
· Get to know people within the CU; this may be by coming along to a CU meeting next term. 
· Get to know the CU’s non-Christian Friends, perhaps by coming along to an evangelistic meeting we’re running next term, or by speaking at a ‘meal with a message’ type event for Christians you know within the CU.
During Mission:
· Pray for all that is going on throughout the week. Encourage Christians you meet to come with you to the morning prayer meetings on campus.

· Get involved in first contact evangelism, especially with first years who may be new to doing surveys.
· Help out in the various practical tasks that are need to be done to make our events happen.

· Help facilitate conversations after the talks, the whole set up of our events will be to make the most of discussion afterwards. 

· Meet up with non-Christians who are interested in the gospel during the week to answer questions they have, while involving and training CU members in this as much as possible.
· Invite friends that you have made during the week along to a follow up course. We’ll be having one on campus, as well as a central ones that if that suits people better.

· Please also encourage Christians you’ve met to be doing the same.
After the Mission:
· Pray that the Lord would be gracious to many and open blind eyes.

· Stay in contact with those that you got to know over the week so that you can encourage the Christians to keep going in their evangelism and challenge non-Christians to keep considering the Christian faith.

UCCF DOCTRINAL BASIS

a. There is one God in three persons, the Father, the Son and the Holy Spirit. 

b. God is sovereign in creation, revelation, redemption and final judgment. 

c. The Bible, as originally given, is the inspired and infallible Word of God. It is the supreme authority in all matters of belief and behaviour. 

d. Since the fall, the whole of humankind is sinful and guilty, so that everyone is subject to God's wrath and condemnation. 

e. The Lord Jesus Christ, God's incarnate Son, is fully God; he was born of a virgin; his humanity is real and sinless; he died on the cross, was raised bodily from death and is now reigning over heaven and earth. 

f. Sinful human beings are redeemed from the guilt, penalty and power of sin only through the sacrificial death once and for all time of their representative and substitute, Jesus Christ, the only mediator between them and God. 

g. Those who believe in Christ are pardoned all their sins and accepted in God's sight only because of the righteousness of Christ credited to them; this justification is God's act of undeserved mercy, received solely by trust in him and not by their own efforts. 

h. The Holy Spirit alone makes the work of Christ effective to individual sinners, enabling them to turn to God from their sin and to trust in Jesus Christ. 

i. The Holy Spirit lives in all those he has regenerated. He makes them increasingly Christ like in character and behaviour and gives them power for their witness in the world. 

j. The one holy universal church is the Body of Christ, to which all true believers belong. 

k. The Lord Jesus Christ will return in person, to judge everyone, to execute God's just condemnation on those who have not repented and to receive the redeemed to eternal glory.
